The Golf Advisory Board of the Loveland, CO was called to order on Wednesday, April 26, 
2023, at 5:15 PM, in The Olde Course at Loveland Maintenance Facility, 2115 W. 29th

1. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 5:15pm by Vice Chair Blake Nicholson

2. ADOPTION OF MINUTES
The minutes from the March 22, 2023, meeting were unanimously approved as 
submitted.

3. CITIZENS REPORT- No report from citizens

4. COUNCIL LIAISON REPORT
Councilor McFall updated the Board on recent Council topics including:

• Council approval of entering second round of UGA agreement for opioid 
settlement fund.

• Approval of the Green Valley Ranch Addition; will bring 300-400 homes to Wilson 
and 57th. 

• Extension of the downtown patio program for one more year. Construction will 
then begin on the 4th Street HIP project.

• Positive feedback on the new Police Chief 
• Urban Renewal Agreement for Centerra south, on pause with county until May 

2nd; County would like to remove themselves from the agreement. 
• Study session on Red Light camera placement proposal from Public Works; 

possibility of red-light cameras on 1st and Taft.
• Termination of Downtown Loveland URA; DDA will take over.

6. NON-ACTION OR INFORMATIONAL ITEMS
Tribute Proposal: Don Fox
Ralph Mullinix, representing a Citizen Committee, proposed the construction of 
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a tribute for Don Fox, the original Golf Professional at The Olde Course at 
Loveland. The tribute was proposed to commemorate the service provided to 
the Olde Course by Don Fox along with preserving history of the course. This 
tribute would consist of a 3’ x 8’x 16” horizontal or 3’x 5’ vertical flagstone rock, 
inscribed with words, a picture of the clubhouse, and a portrait of Don Fox. All 
the materials for the tribute would be donated to The Olde Course. The 
proposed location of the Tribute would be in or near the current The Olde 
Course Memorial Garden.
The Board expressed the following concerns regarding the tribute including:

• Placement and size of the stone
• Concern over setting a precedent with this tribute. Many others were 

involved in the history of the course. Can’t be a “one and done.” Can 
any decision be reproducible for other situations, requests?

• Currently in the process of having new artwork approved and installed, 
the location of which is unknown; would like to see that outcome 
complete before further discussions on the Tribute.

• Is proposed Tribute wording accurate? Have seen other Tributes 
removed/changed due to a different view on historical actions of the 
person.

The general consensus of the board was that further discussion 
needed to take place before any decision could be made. 

Overview of The Olde Course at Loveland Clubhouse Operations | 2023 
Season
The Olde Course/Cattail Creek Head Golf Professional, Doug Anderson briefed 
the Board on Clubhouse operations for the 2023 season. Specifically, 

• Chase Losche was hired in the fall full time to help with Cattail 
Creek supervision as well as a 40 hr, 6-month position at The 
Olde Course for increased supervision in the evenings.

• 50% of staff in cart barn is new and all will receive 12 hours of 
training. Clubhouse staff will receive 20 hours of training.

• 6 major shot guns have been booked so far at The Olde Course 
at Loveland

• Assistant Golf Professional, Jax Jones is heading up the player 
development program at Cattail Creek using Operation 36 and is 
having great success with full classes.

• Researching Cattail Creek and The Olde Course joining the 
nationwide, “Youth on Course,” program that offers reduced 
junior green fees to members that are then supplemented by the 
Colorado CGA organization to the courses.

• New displays and merchandise are up in the clubhouse. 

Overview of The Olde Course Maintenance Operations | 2023 Season
Dennis Kling, Golf Course Superintendent for The Olde Course/Cattail Creek 
updated the Board on the following:

• Kathe Miller retired as Irrigation technician for Olde Course and Cattail 
Creek after more than 30 years of service. Michael Fricault was hired to 
replace her.

• Current projects underway: sod has been laid around putting green; the 
bunker behind hole #1 on The Olde Course will be filled in.

• Placed turf covers on the Par 3 tees this winter; the tees were in much 
better shape for early spring play. Will add the driving range tees to the 
turf cover program for winter 2023/2024.

• Looking at placing more trees on holes 9 and 5
• Implemented new architect-directed mowing patterns; added about 45 

minutes to mowing schedule, but feedback is positive.
• If budget allows a design for the renovated Maintenance building should 

be happening in 2024 with construction in 2026.

grace of 4 no shows.
o Possibility of super pass

Discussions around the fee and program change concepts included how 
pricing would compare to the market; slowing down and stopping no show tee 
times is a pressing need; increase to Cattail Creek cart rate was too large.
No decisions were made; discussions around fees will continue at the May 
meeting.

7. STAFF REPORTS
Mark reported on the following items:

• Artist presentations for a decision on the art to be placed at The Olde Course at 
Loveland will be held on May 4th at the Visual Arts Commission meeting.

• The new Parks and Recreation Director, Kara Kish, starts on May 8th. 
• Received positive feedback from the golfer listening meeting as being very 

helpful; a second meeting possibly should be considered. 
• The Board is invited to a going away event for Elizabeth Kayl, the current Parks 

and Rec Director on May 25 or June 1st. 
• The new director will tour the golf courses on May 16th. 
• Water and Power has asked Golf to repair and install a new head gate on the 

ditch that feeds Buckingham Lake. Gate would be 2024 project.
Andrea gave the financial report:

• First quarter revenues are above 1Q 2022; so are expenses.
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8. BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS
• David Spangler remarked that a few league members mentioned the condition of 

Mariana Butte being not up to standards. Staff related that the superintendent is 
working daily to improve the conditions caused by a hard winter. He will be laying 
new sod on a few greens when the weather permits.

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POSSIBLE HISTORY BOARD  LOCATION 

Approximate location for art installation—both 
side of grand entrance. 
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Originally known as the Loveland Municipal Golf course, the dream began in 1955 
when a committee of local, dedicated golfers tired of traveling to Fort Collins and 
Greeley for their golfing fix went before City Council to present their ideas and con-
cepts for a golf course for Loveland. Acceptance was slow to come. In fact, it was 
not until 1958, through the generosity of Mr. & Mrs. John (Alyce) Donahue, that reali-
ty was born. The Donahue's donated 100 acres to the City of Loveland for the pur-

pose of developing a municipal golf course with 
an option to acquire an additional 30 acres.  

Henry Hughes of Denver was selected as the golf course architect to develop an 18-
hole layout and, in 1960, the first nine holes opened for play. It would take another 
five years before the back nine were completed.  

Don Fox, “Foxy,” became the first golf professional in Loveland, a po-
sition he held for 31 years.  Don was instrumental in getting the back 
nine hole completed, developed the first junior golf program, guided 
numerous beginning golfers into the game, became the first Colora-
do PGA Master Professional, and was inducted into the Colorado Golf 

Hall of Fame.   Don was joined in his efforts to develop a golf culture by Rodney Chapman, the first golf 
course superintendent and numerous Loveland residents who dedicated themselves to the effort and 
volunteered their time and talents into building the clubhouse and completing the back nine. 
 
The first hole-in-one was on April 6, 1963 when B.I. Madsen aced hole #8.    More history More history More history More
